Donald Trump opposes using tax dollars to pay 
for abortions. President Trump’s Administration 
issued a rule to ensure Title X funding did not go 
to facilities that perform or refer for abortions. He 
supports passage of the No Taxpayer Funding for 
Abortion Act, which would limit federal funding for 
abortion on a government-wide basis.

Donald Trump opposes the Women’s Health 
Protection Act, a federal bill that would enshrine 
unlimited abortion in federal law and policies and 
eliminate existing state-level protections for unborn 
children and their mothers like parental  
involvement laws.

Donald Trump issued the “Protecting Life in Global 
Health Assistance” policy, which limited federal  
funding for organizations that provide or promote 
abortions in other countries.

Donald Trump supports the Born-Alive Abortion 
Survivors Protection Act, which would ensure that 
infants born alive during attempted abortions are 
afforded the same degree of medical care as any 
other newborn of the same gestational age.

Donald Trump pledges to nominate qualified  
individuals to the Judiciary who will interpret the 
U.S. Constitution as written. He appointed Justices 
Neil Gorsuch, Brett Kavanaugh, and Amy Coney 
Barrett to the U.S. Supreme Court. 

Joe Biden supports using tax dollars to pay for 
abortions. As president, Biden directed federal 
funds to organizations that perform abortions and for  
abortion travel. He vowed to veto measures like the 
No Taxpayer Funding for Abortion Act, which would 
limit federal funding for abortion on a  
government-wide basis.

Joe Biden supports the Women’s Health Protection 
Act, a federal bill that would enshrine unlimited  
abortion in federal law and policies and eliminate  
existing state-level protections for unborn children 
and their mothers like parental involvement laws.

Joe Biden rescinded the “Protecting Life in Global 
Health Assistance” policy, which limited federal  
funding for organizations that provide or promote 
abortions in other countries.

He appointed Justice Ketanji Brown-Jackson to the 
U.S. Supreme Court.
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
